The 

results showed that the effect of @farhanzubedi diabetes disease content on knowledge 

among Indonesian students was 17,256, knowledge on intention to stop boba 

consumption was 6,226, @farhanzubedi diabetes disease content on intention to stop 

consumption among Indonesian students was o.836, and @farhanzubedi diabetes 

disease content on intention to stop boba consumption through knowledge among 

Indonesian students was 3,892.
